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9. Field Excursion

A half-day field excursion will be organized on 13 October in collaobration with the Forest
Restoration Research Unit (FORRU), Chiang Mai University to visit the Ban Pong Krai Community
where the first payment for ecosystem services (PES) scheme in Thailand has been established. The
site is about an hour’s drive from the hotel in Chiang Mai. We recommend participants to wear light

field clothing and suitable shoes for walking. Transportation will be arranged by FAO, and will leave
Le Méridien Hotel in the morning of 13 October, at 7:30 hrs, and return at about 12:30 hrs.

10. Climate

Thailand has a tropical climate with 3 distinct seasons — summer from March to May, rainy

season from June to October and cool season from November to February. The average temperature
in October in Northern Thailand including Chiang Mai is 18-30°C.

The current exchange rate is
approximately: USD 1 = Baht 35. All major credit cards are readily accepted in Thailand. US dollar
traveler cheques can be conveniently cashed at the banks and authorized money changers.

The electricity current is 220 Volt AC (50 cycle) throughout the country. There are many plugs
and sockets in use. Traveler with shavers, tape recorders and other appliances should carry a plug-
adapter Kkit.
