GILLNETS AND ENTANGLING NETS

Set gillnets (anchored)

This surface set gillnet is locally known as Tal-Kahli.

Kahlija is the Maltese name for the saddled seabream (Oblada melanura), the main species targeted.

They are used throughout the year. 

These nets are single mesh nets, The stretched mesh size is about 2.5 to 5 cm wide. They are approximately 10 meters tall.

The “Tal-Kahli” is usually set at 4 or 5 p.m. The fishermen come back at the sunrise, around 6 a.m. and then the nets are pulled out.

The main effort is undertaken in internal waters along the coast where depth varies from 25-40 m, usually in sandy botoms, where school of the targeted species occur.
The product is commercialised fresh and is for local consume.
