Aquatic life cultivation workers breed and raise fish and cultivate mussels, oysters and other
forms of aquatic life, for sale or delivery on a regular basis to wholesale buyers, marketing or at
markets.

6152 Inland and coastal waters fishery workers

Inland and coastal waters fishery workers, alone or as members of fishing vessel crews, catch
fish or gather other forms of aquatic life in inland or coastal waters, for sale or delivery on a regular
basis to wholesale buyers, marketing or at markets.

6153  Deep-sea fishery workers

Deep-sea fishery workers, as members of fishing vessel crews, catch deep-sea fish for sale or
delivery on a regular basis to wholesale buyers, marketing or at markets.

6154 Hunters and trappers

(This group includes seal and whale hunters)
MINOR GROUP 621 — SUBSISTENCE, AGRICULTURAL AND FISHERY WORKERS

This group includes workers that catch fish and gather other forms of aquatic life in order to provide
food, shelter and a minimum of cash income for themselves and their households.
