concern and of increasing importance, it is required to have an
independent institution to discuss, prepare and publish an
independent state of the art document concerning welfare of
fishes in aguaculture. Formerly, a working group within the
Council of Europe acted as this body, but due to internal
reorganisation within the Council of Europe these activities
ended in 2008 and there is no indication of a restart of such
activities. EIFAAC as an independent body would be the ideal
body to fill this gap.

1. OBJECTIVE AND EXPECTED OUTCOME

The project is linked to Strategic Objective II: “Interactions
and avoidance or resolution of conflicts in inland fisheries and
aquaculture” (see also Table in Appendix A). Welfare of
fishes in aquaculture is of increasing concern in the public
discussion. The aim of the project is to prepare a statement
including recommendations of EIFAAC to this topic.
