4- ASFA Input Statistics:
During the inter-sessional period 2014-2015: 33 records were prepared using version 1.1 of www-ISIS-ASFA software. 20 monographs (M) mainly grey literature (thesis and masters) 13 articles (AS) and other records of books and articles are in a progressing stage. Most of these bibliographic records are linked to full text submitted in OceanDocs repository.
5- ASFA entitlements:

· ASFA Internet database (IDS) accessible from all PCs in the institute and in its coastal centres.

· ASFA CD-ROMS received regularly and distributed to INSTM decentralized centres and some national institutes.
6- Usefulness of ASFA products to INSTM users:

The ASFA database is used very much especially by researchers from our institute as well by scientists and students from other institutions who visit the INSTM library. In fact, we offer search services in ASFA database to external users: students, researchers and professionals of other national institutions through the reference services provided by INSTM Library. 
All the users of ASFA products think that it is a very interesting tool and the essential database for the aquatic international scientific community but we cannot have correct statistics of ASFA search done because we haven’t this tool on our network.

8- Scanning/digitization:
The scanner received from FAO under an ASFA Trust Fund project is used to : 
· Digitize some documents used for document delivery and ILL services in order to satisfy information requests of our users and collaborating partners such as ASFA, ODINs and IAMSLIC members.
· Other articles were scanned and deposited into OceanDocs, the e-repository of IOC project  
9- Grey literature & full text-links:

In INSTM library, we encourage researchers to deposit the digital version of their publications to index them in ASFA and also to submit them into OceanDocs e-repository. 
Actually most of the records indexed in ASFA database are linked to OceanDocs repository. We work now on the digitization of the documents already indexed in ASFA in order to provide links to their record.

ASFA trust fund proposal:
Thinking in ASFA as a cooperative international system that includes many aspects and services related to publications in aquatic sciences, I’ll present a project to digitize the publications of INSTM (ex: SOS, than INSTOP) (since 1924 to 1999), there is about 150 issues (MS and AS). The objective of this project is to increase and richness the ASFA database and to disseminate the Tunisian publications on aquaculture, resource management, oceanography…etc.
