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Scanning of Fisheries Catch and Scientific Results from 1999 to 2009 

BACKGROUND AND JUSTIFICATION

This proposal aims at making widely available in full text fisheries catch and scientific reports which are in grey literature form deposited at the Division of Fisheries and Tanzania Fisheries Research Institute of the Ministry of Livestock and Fisheries development, Dar es Salaam. The two institutions are IMS collaborating institutions. The information will be an added value to the fishery industry in Tanzania and world wide as it will reduce duplication of research efforts and misuse of funds by repeating researches which have already been done by other scientists (inventing the wheels).  The scanned records are within the ASFA scope therefore the inputs will be sent to ASFA for publishing in the ASFA database. 
The collection is useful to decision makers, scientists, students, development partner, investors, and resource managers. The information contains general and detailed research results on coastal, terrestrial fisheries (major rivers) and also fisheries carried in the four major Tanzania lakes (Victoria, Tanganyika, Rukwa and Nyasa)
500 reports will be scanned; most of the reports are in English and some in Kiswahili.  None of the reports have ever been included in the ASFA database or published making difficult for scientists to access information on fisheries catch in Tanzania.
Copies of these reports will be deposited at the Institute of Marine Sciences Library for easy access in case of requests from partners.
