New features in www-ISIS-ASFA version 1.2

A. Changes and modifications in the worksheet field structure of www-ISIS-ASFA 1.2
The following NEW fields have been added to the worksheet:

1. Advisor/supervisor of Thesis field (512): - this field should be completed with the name of the advisor or supervisor of the thesis.
2. Imprint field (540): - This field has an additional subfield named E-mail address of the publisher (540^c).
3. Other URL addresses field (922): - this is a repeatable field and is composed of 2 subfields - ^u URL address, and ^d Description. It should be completed with URL addresses that do NOT point to the full text. For example, the URL address of the Publisher, or the URL address of the Journal website. *See also Point b below for changes to the previous Online availability/URL address field (920).
4. Author-assigned keywords field (982): - this field should be completed with keywords that have been assigned by the author(s), if contained in the article.
The following fields have been modified: 
a) Type of document field (3):
· in the AS worksheet, the code <B> for "Book/monograph" has been removed and the code <J> for Journal article is listed first.
· there is an additional code for Posters < O >.
b) The previous "Online availability/URL address field (920)" is now called Article/Paper/Document URL address (920).  It must be completed with a URL address which only points to the full text of the article/paper/document.
B. Modifications to the Download/Print Utility (fourth button down on left hand side of ASFA Data Entry menu)
In addition to the 3 formats previously available for downloading and/or printing the ASFA records (Text, XML and Contr), the download/print utility in www-ISIS-ASFA v1.2 has 2 new formats: MODS and RIS.
· MODS: this format is expressed using the XML schema language of the World Wide Web Consortium. It implements a schema for a bibliographic element set that may be used for a variety of purposes, and particularly for library applications. 
· RIS: this is a tagged file format where each reference starts with a new line. When downloading data in RIS format using Internet Explorer, you can view the source of the displayed screen.
Detailed information regarding each of the 5 different formats available for downloading and/or printing records is described in the next section.
C. Download/print format specifications*
The DOWNLOAD/PRINT function can be used to download a range of records as a file in one of the pre-defined formats. The file can then be opened by an application program, such as e.g. Notepad. These output files can be used to load data to another database or to print and proof-read your data.

Note: Do NOT use these formats to send records to ProQuest. You MUST use the utility Assign FRN and Export contained in the www-ISIS-ASFA folder on your desktop when you send records to ProQuest.

When the Download/print utility is used you will be presented with the following screen: 
	

	


On the above screen you can: 
1. Specify a range of records (by MFNs) to be downloaded and/or printed, (e.g. 1 - 100 to download the records from 1 to 100)

2. Select one of the formats for downloading the records specified
· TEXT - text format where all displayed fields are preceded by the label identifying the given field.

· XML - the eXstensible Markup Language is the universal language for structured documents and data on the web.
The output file, containing AGRIS DTD compliant XML records, can be used to load data to other databases.

· CONTR - this is an HTML format where all the fields containing data are displayed. Use this format to print and proof-read your data. 
· MODS - the MODS format is expressed using the XML schema language of the World Wide Web Consortium. It implements a schema for a bibliographic element set that may be used for a variety of purposes, and particularly for library applications. It can be used to carry selected data from existing MARC 21 records as well as to create original resource description records. It includes a subset of MARC fields and uses language-based tags rather than numeric ones. In some cases, it regroups elements from the MARC 21 bibliographic format. The standard is maintained by the Network Development and MARC Standards Office of the Library of Congress.

· RIS - this is a tagged file format where each reference starts with a new line. The tag must be at the beginning of the line. The tags consist of two capital letters denoting the type, followed by two spaces, a dash, and another space. The first tag of each reference is the Type tag (TY - ), and the last tag of each reference is the End tag (ER - ).
When downloading data in RIS format using Internet Explorer, you can view the source of the displayed screen.
 

3. After selecting the file format, click on the DOWNLOAD button. Depending on the set-up of your browser, you may be prompted first to save the file, or you may receive the file directly on the browser screen. Once the contents of the file are displayed on the screen, you may print them. 

 

*These instructions are included electronically in the software and may be viewed by clicking on the "Download help" button in the "Download/print records" screen (see above). An example of each format can be seen in the electronic version.

Note: records that have been downloaded from other databases can be loaded into ASFA using the utility "Import to ASFA", contained in the www-ISIS-ASFA folder on your desktop.  See next Section D.
D. Instructions for importing InMagic records to www-ISIS-ASFA 1.2
In order to import records which have been prepared in InMagic XML format, you have to carry out the following procedure:

1. Double click on the www-ISIS-ASFA folder on your desktop

2. Double click on the new icon "Import to ASFA" (fifth down in the folder)
3. Click on "Import" 

4. Retrieve the folder in which the XML file is located

5. Select the XML file name 

6. In the "Files of Types" box, Click on the down arrow to open the drop down menu

7. Select InMagic XML - English title (*.XML) or In-Magic XML - French title (*.XML) as appropriate

8. Click on "Open", you will be presented with a screen showing you the first record contained in the file. You may either import all the records by clicking on the "Import all" button or import one or more records at a time by clicking on the "Import record" button. In the latter case, the system will automatically display the next record in the file. You have the opportunity to reject one or more records by clicking on the "Reject record" button. At the bottom of the screen, there is a log information box, which lists you the records that have been imported and/or rejected. After completion of the Import process, the log information box displays the number of records imported or rejected. 

9. Click on "Exit" to close the screen. If you do not have any other files to import, Click on "Exit" to terminate the Import procedure. (Note that, for this type of importing process, it is not necessary to carry out the Inverted file as you would normally do after having imported an iso file using the CDS/ISIS Menu).

Note:  Once the records have been imported into the www-ISIS-ASFA software, the following modifications must be manually made to them, due to the different field structures of the 2 systems.

1. Conference name, date and location information is not transferred to the correct individual fields, but is entered either in the title field (after the title) or in the source field (for a conference paper). Therefore, you must manually delete this information from the incorrect fields and enter it in the appropriate fields.

2. The Literary Style field does not exist in InMagic. The codes related to this field are entered in Record type field of InMagic.  Therefore, any code related to Literary Style must be entered manually in the Literary Style field. This is especially important for the mandatory codes K, U, Y.  

3. InMagic has only one Corporate Author field for both analytic and monographic levels. You must verify if the Corporate Author name refers to the monograph itself or to the analytic level (e.g. chapter/paper). If necessary, you should transfer the Corporate Author name to the correct bibliographic level. 

4. InMagic has only one Serial Title field for the full title. Given that in ASFA the abbreviated serial title is no longer requested, it is not necessary to manually enter the abbreviated serial title or select it from the pick-list.
5. The issue or volume number in InMagic is entered in Serial Title field, after the serial title name. Therefore, the number(s) must be removed and entered in the appropriate subfield(s) of the Collation field.

6. Since InMagic has different field structures for "pagination", for some bibliographic levels the pagination is transferred into the Local Notes field (809). Therefore, in these cases the pagination data must be removed and entered in the pages subfield (^p) of the Collation field.

7. For Theses, the Type of Degree is transferred into the Notes field (610). Therefore, the academic degree must be removed and entered in the Degree Type of Thesis field (511). Also, the code "U" must be selected in the Literary Style field (5).
8. For publications which are also available online (i.e. a URL address is included in the record) the code "I" must be selected in the Physical Medium field (6). 

Note: Since the InMagic records tested were all in French, it was not possible to verify that the English title was correctly entered in its appropriate field. 
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
