How to update the Monitoring List Pick-list contained 
in the www-ISIS-ASFA v1.2 software


Please observe the instructions given below in order to replace/overwrite the superseded monitoring list (included as a pick-list in the Serial title field of the www-ISIS-ASFA software) with the UPDATED monitoring list. 

A zipped file of the latest version of the updated monitoring list may be found on the FAO reserved ASFA ftp site: ftp://ASFA:PWda28b@ext-ftp.fao.org/FI/Reserved/ASFA in the folder called: !ASFA_MONLIS [The date of the latest version is included in the name of the zipped file] 

[NOTE: for those of you who are using the ASFA Virtual Machine, don’t forget that you should copy the zipped file onto the C:\ASFA folder of your computer, then start up the ASFA Virtual Machine and go to the H: Drive of the ASFA Virtual Machine in order to extract the zipped file to the appropriate directory as indicated below.] 

1. <Right click> on the MONLIS20161010.zip file 

2. <Click> on Extract All - in the screen that appears, specify the following directory C:\Xitami\webpages\DB\Asfa\Monlis in the "Extract to" box


3. <Click> on Extract - since the 8 files that you are extracting to the location C:\Xitami\webpages\DB\Asfa\Monlis have the same names as the 8 existing files which you want to replace, you will be presented with a Windows "Confirm file overwrite" message saying: " There is already a file with the same name in this location ". 

4. <Select> the option “Do this for the next 7 conflicts” and <Click> on Copy and Replace. Once the procedure has completed, the Serial titles pick-list will be up-to-date in your www-ISIS-ASFA software. 

Note that the "location" of the databases on your computer may be different depending on which drive the software was installed. Therefore, if you have a problem in finding the correct location of the folder, the easiest solution will be to search for the file "MONLIS.MST" using "Windows Search for Files or Folders" option.
