3 Pa same Opsariichthys bidens Cyprinidae May be 2 species, top one is Opsariichthys

4 Pa lee hane Cyprinidae not enough detail on the picture

5 Pa bou Schistura sp. Balitoridae fishbase lists for Pa bou either Oxyeleotris marmorata or (Pa bou khao) Glossogobius koragensis

6 Pa kor Channa striata snakehead murrel Channidae

7 Pa lot Mastacembelus favus tire track eel Mastacembelidae

8 Pa mat Trichopsis vittata croaking gourami Belontiidae tail wrong for Trichopsis, may be Trichogaster ?pectoralis? maybe

9 Pa nai Cyprinus rubrofuscus common carp Cyprinidae

10 Pa nin Oreochromis niloticus nile tilapia Cichlidae

11 Panhangdeng Schistura sp. Balitoridae

12 Pa pheek Carassius auratus goldfish Cyprinidae called Pa fek in Nam Theun

13 Pa siew na Rasbora ?aurotaeniata Cyprinidae could also be Rasbora septentrionalis with dark spot at caudal base. Seems different than red fin sp.

14 Pa phan oua Schistura sp Balitoridae

15 Pa pien Oreoglanis sp. Sisoridae Fishbase list under Pa pian either Scaphognathops stejnegeri or S. bandanensis

16 Pa kain teng Systomus aurotaeniatus Cyprinidae

17 Pa pok Systomus aurotaeniatus Cyprinidae Sustomus is not in fishbase, Pa pok is listed as Puntius orphoides

19 Pa khame Opsariichthys bidens Cyprinidae

20 Pa yeun Pterocryptiis spp Siluridae Pterocryptis inusitata described from Laos in Mekong basin - cant tell from pics though.

21 Pa phom Poropuntius spp. Cyprinidae Look like 2 different species. I can't tell what either is. Need to see the mouths or head closeup.

22 Pa siew oua Rasbora ?septentrionalis Cyprinidae Not Luciosoma, possibly Rasbora septentrionalis. Tail looks too red though. Never found these.
