substitution potentials exist.

collaborative approach, potential with the ACSFI and/or individual ACSFI members.

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Ecosystem restoration questions

The ACSFI background report “Status, challenges and opportunities of forest-based industry sector commitments

for ecosystem restoration” that is currently under preparation has identified a number of tentative

recommendations for international bodies (such as FAO) to respond to. These include:

Reinforcing partnerships with initiatives such as the WEF/Tropical Forest Alliance (TFA), WWF-New
Generation Plantation (NGP) platform and the WBCSD Forest Solutions Group, among others, while
helping the mainstreaming of innovative financing solutions for ecosystem restoration;

Creation of a new forest-based industries working group on sustainable finance for ecosystem
restoration and restoration-friendly forest products;

Supporting integration of good practices for ecosystem services valuation and valorization, taking
stock of the most recent developments on the Economics of Ecosystem Restoration (TEER), the
IPBES and the UN System of Environmental Economic Accounting (SEEA) in order for forest-based
industries to better capture the full value of ecosystem conservation and restoration efforts;
Strengthening ties between forest-based industries companies and smallholders led business
enterprises and initiatives in order to develop new business models with increased social and
environmental benefits; and

Developing guidelines on good practices for ecosystem restoration implementation and financing by

forest-based industries.
