» Start with the key tables (T1, T3a, T4a, T6)
and send in a draft report with these tables
as soon as possible

» Consult with FRA focal point if in doubt or if
you need advice

» Launch — beginning of march 2008
» Regional workshops — remainder of 2008

» Deadline for submission of country reports
— end of March 2009

» Validation request — mid 2009
» 2010 — country reports published on the Web
